Saint Basils Cathedral
The whole name of this church is the Cathedral of St. Basil the Blessed. It is a colorful highlight of Red Square and one of the most famous symbols of Moscow.
The cathedral is very magnificent. It was built from 1555 to 1561 on orders from Ivan the Terrible. Its height is 65 meters and it has distinctive onion-shaped towers. All onion domes of St. Basils Cathedral initially used to be gold, but over the years, someone decided to paint them pretty colors. The building itself is made up of eight separate chapels. There is a ninth spire in the middle, forming an eight-point star.
Saint Basil’s Cathedral is an ancient and very important attraction. It is included in the list of UNESCO World Heritage Sites.
Winter Palace
This building is one of the greatest and largest palaces it the world. It is situated in Saint Petersburg, on the shores of the Neva River.
The palace was built between 1754-1762 by Baroque architect Bartolomeo Francesco Rastrelli. From 1762 to 1964 the Winter Palace was official residence of the Russian Tsars in St. Petersburg. Now the building is part of the Hermitage art museum. According to statistics, the Winter Palace attracts 3.5 million visitors a year.
The State Tretyakov Gallery
The Moscow art gallery is the foremost depository of Russian fine art in the world. It was founded by merchant Pavel Mikhailovich Tretyakov in 1856. At first the gallery was located in a mansion owned by the Tretyakov family, but later it expanded to several neighboring buildings. Now The state Tretyakov Gallery contains over 100 000 works of art — icons, paintings, graphics and sculpture. Many people call the gallery a symbol of Russian art.


[bookmark: _GoBack]The Bronze Horseman
The impressive monument of Peter the Great is situated in the Senate Square in Saint Petersburg. The second name «Bronze Horseman» comes from the same name poem written by Aleksander Pushkin (1833).
Commissioned by Catherine the Great, the statue was created by the famous French sculptor Etienne Maurice Falconet. It took 12 years, from 1770 to 1782, to create the Bronze Horseman, including pedestal, horse and ride. The monument symbolizes the Russian victory over Sweden in the Northern War (1700-1721): the snake symbolizes a defeated enemy; the horse symbolizes Russia.
Sparrow Hills
It is a large park in Moscow, often visited by tourists. Sparrow Hills is located on the right, high bank of the Moskva River area. This hill rises above the river at a height of 80 meters. So, it is one of the highest points in Moscow. There is good view of the city from the observation deck.
The most famous building on the Sparrow Hills is the main building of Moscow State University. Besides, many places of interest surround this terrain. Not far from the observation platform is the Luzhniki Metro Bridge. The Luzhniki Stadium is on the other side of the river. Next to it is the Novodevichy Convent.
Peter and Paul Fortress
The fortress is considered to be a unique fortification monument of XVIII-XIX centuries. The architectural ensemble was founded by Peter the Great in 1703. The Peter and Paul Fortress is located in the historic area of the St. Petersburg, on small Hare Island. The fortress is a stretching from west to east hexagon, at the corners of which are located six bastions. In the middle of the fortress stands the most impressive and visible of all the structures–Peter and Paul’s Cathedral.
